Bristol Organizations Bylaws
Revised and approved October 19, 2005
ARTICLE I

Name
Section 1.
The name of this nonprofit organization shall be Bristol Organizations.

ARTICLE II

Service Area
Section 1.
The locale to be served by this organization shall be the Northeast Tennessee and Southwestern Virginia area.                                  
Section 2.
The location of this organization’s office shall be determined by the 



Board of Directors.

ARTICLE III

Purpose
Section 1.
The purposes for which this organization is formed are:

A.  
To strengthen the area non profit community through 




the exchange of ideas, provide networking 




opportunities, promote of non profit education,




communication, event scheduling/planning and 




community awareness. 

ARTICLE IV

Membership
Section 1.
Any group subscribing to the purposes of this organization shall be eligible for membership subject to approval by the Board of Directors.

Section 2.
Each member organization shall be entitled to as many representatives as designated by the participating organization.

Section 3.
The voting process shall take place at scheduled meetings 


by the majority of those in attendance. 

ARTICLE V

Meetings of Members
Section 1. 
Regular meetings of the members shall be held at noon on the third Wednesday in January, April, July, and October unless otherwise ordered by the President or the Board of Directors.  The place of the meeting shall be determined by the President, or the Board of Directors.

Section 2.
Special meeting for any purpose(s) may be called by the President 


or Board of Directors provided proper notice shall be given to the membership at least two weeks before the meeting.  Business transacted at all special meetings shall be confined to the subject(s) stated in the call and matters germane thereto.

Section 3.
The quarterly meeting held in October shall include the nomination and election of officers for the following fiscal year beginning January 1.

Section 4.
The quarterly meeting held in January shall be designated as the annual meeting for the transaction of business that is generally considered at an annual meeting.

Section 5.
The presence in person of not less that 30% of the members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business.

ARTICLE VI

Officers
Section 1.
The President shall preside at all meetings of members and Board of Directors, appoint all committees, and perform those duties usually devolving upon a president.

Section 2.
The Vice President, in the absence of the President or in the event of an inability or refusal act, shall preside at all meeting of members and Board of Directors.  In the event of a vacancy in the office of President, the Vice President shall become President for the balance of the term.

Section 3.
The Secretary shall perform the duties usually devolving upon this office.  The officer shall keep minutes of the meetings of members and of the Board of Directors and shall give notice of all the meetings.

Section 4.
The Treasurer, as custodian of all the funds of this organization, shall keep an accurate account of al receipts and disbursements, shall cause all monies to be deposited in the name of the organization in such depository as may be designated by the Board of Directors, and shall render quarterly and annual financial statements.

Section 5.     All officers will serve a term of two years.

ARTICLE VII

Board of Directors
Section 1.
The affairs of this organization shall be under the control of a Board of Directors consisting of not less then nine, not more than fifteen persons.  The elected officers serve as Directors during their term of office.

Section 2. 
The members shall elect the Directors for two-year terms.  No person may serve more that two consecutive two-year terms, unless otherwise determined by the Board.

Section 3.
Meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held quarterly or on the call of the President.  Notice of any meeting shall be given seven days before the meeting.

Section 4.
The presence of a majority of the Directors shall constitute a quorum.

ARTICLE VIII

Committees

Section 1.
Standing and special committees necessary to carry out the functions of the organization may be appointed by the President.

Section 2.  
At the quarterly meeting of member in July, the President shall appoint a nominating committee of not less than three persons and not more than five persons to make nominations for the election of officers and directors at the October meeting of members.

ARTICLE IX

Vacancies

Section 1.
A vacancy in an office shall be filled within thirty days by the Board of Directors.  The officer so elected shall serve until the next annual meeting of members or until a successor is elected.

Section 2. 
All vacancies in the Board of Directors shall be filled within thirty days by the Board.

ARTICLE X

Fiscal Year

Section 1.
The fiscal year of this organization shall be a calendar year (January 1 – December 31).

ARTICLE XI

Amendments

Section 1. 
The bylaws of this organization may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the members present and voting at any annual meeting.

Section 2.
Proposed amendment(s) shall be included with the meeting notice of members as mailed by the Secretary.

ARTICLE XII

Non-Discrimination
Section 1.
The members, officers, directors, and committee members served by this organization shall be selected entirely on a non-discriminatory basis with respect to age, sex, race, handicap, and national origin.

ARTICLE XIII

Parliamentary Authority

Section 1.
The rules contained in the current issue of Robert’s Rules of Order Newly Revised shall govern this organization in all cases to which they are applicable and in which they are not in conflict with these bylaws and any special rules of order which the organizations may adopt.
